 Inducted into Georgetown College Hall of Fame, 2004 
 Inducted into Indiana Football Hall of Fame, 2005 
 Declared “Father of College Football” in Fort Wayne by Fort Wayne Sports Corp, 2003 
 USF football field named “Kevin Donley Field” in Fall, 2006 
 Named 2007 Mad Anthony Red Coat recipient 
 
All in all, Coach Donley gave an inspired speech concerning his university, his teams, his coaching staff, 
and all of the great support from the greater Fort Wayne Community.  What an asset to our community is 
this outstanding coach!

Once it becomes clear that the 
prospective member is interested in 
membership: 
Å Complete Part A of the Membership 
Proposal Form, and return the form to 
your club secretary for submission to 
the clubôs board of directors. 
Remember: Donôt inform a prospective 
member of the proposal until after the 
board approves it. 

 
Å Wait for the club secretary to notify 
you of the boardôs decision, which 
should come within 30 days of the 
submission. 

 
After your club board approves 
the candidate: 

 
Å Have the club or proposer arrange an 
information session for the proposed 
member. 
Å Ask the proposed member to 
complete and sign Part B of the 
proposal form.  
Å Publish the proposed memberôs 
name and classification to the club. 
The Recommended Rotary Club 
Bylaws allow seven days for club 
members to consider and file 
objections, if any.  
Å If no objections are received, the 
proposed member pays the admission 
fee and becomes a Rotarian. 
Å The club secretary or president 
reports the new member to Rotary 
International.
