This Weekõs Speaker:   

Tom Heiny introduced this weekõs featured speaker, Dr. Nancy Gillespie, of the University of 
Saint Francis.  Nancy currently serves as the Dean and Professor in the School of Health 
Sciences.  In this position, Dr. Gillespie is in charge of maintaining up -to-date academic 
programs, works on keeping enrollment increasing, deals with strategic planning, helps with 
financial management, markets the program and the university as a whole, helps to maintain 
high quality  standards for the department, and is in charge of personnel in the school of 
Health Sciences. 
 
Through the use of a slide presentation and a smooth and wonderful narrative, Dr. Gillespie 
gave us a òhistoryó lesson about St. Francis in general and the School of Health Sciences in 
particular.  We learned that the beginning of the Nursing program at St. Francis was in 1981.  
Then, in 1987, the school opened a generic BSN programña first for the city of Fort Wayne.  In 
1988, the St. Joseph School of Nursing closed and those students were then funneled in to St. 
Francis.  In 1994, St. Francis began a graduate nursing program.  
 
St. Francis College became the University of St. Francis in 1998 as their accredidation 
standards moved to a higher level; and in this sa me year, they took over the Lutheran College 
of Health Professions.  All this has led us to the present ñ2008ñwhere we now find a university 
divided into 5 schools with a total enrollment of 2,135.  
 
The five schools are as follows:  
 
 Health Sciences (970 students) 
 Professional Studies (358 students) 
 Arts & Schence (302 students) 
 Business & Entrepreneurial Leadership (270 students) 
 And 
 Creative Arts (235 students)  
 
Dr. Gillespie mentioned that the St. Francis commencement will take place on May 3 at 2:00  
p.m. at the Memorial Coliseum with some 436 graduates.  
 
After a brief Q & A session, our host, Floyd Lancia, presented our speaker with the coveted 
Anthony Wayne Rotary pen!
