She told us some about China in general but more specifically
about her home town of SuZhou. We learned that it is famous for
its beautiful and unique architecture, gardens, and waterways.
We learned that 95% of high school students ride their bikes to
school, the legal age is 18, but boys cannot marry until 22 and
girls not until the age of 20. We also learned that what we think
of in America as Chinese food is really not that typical of what
they truly eat in China. Her high school in China was a very
prestigious school built in the year 1035 where only about 10% of
applicants actually are accepted. Students stay in the same room
all day, while teachers travel from room to room for the different
subjects being taught.
