The room was a buzz this week when Mr. Dan Fulkerson introduced
our speaker, Mr. Dave Meyers. Dave is a life-long resident of Fort
Wayne. Dave talked about the Colony Collapse Disorder that has
been a problem in 27 states. Indiana is not one of those states.

Dave said that man is part of the problem because of the chemicals
we have introduced. There are approximately 80 to 100 thousand
bees in one hive. The Queen lays 1500 to 2000 eggs a day from May
through November of each year. A bee’s life is only 6 weeks. The
Queen lives in the lower chamber and all the workers in the hive are
female! Bees find their way back to the hive because of the scent of
the Queen. One bee makes 1/10 teaspoon of honey in its lifetime.
The hive stays 90 degrees all year round because of the energy of the
bees. That’s a lot of flapping. Great presentation Dave, and thank
you for bringing your stinging presentation to our club.
