Jack Ripple introduced Dick Sievers, Chaplain for the Allen County Jail. Dick provided us with some very
interesting facts, among which were the following:

1. There were 17,810 arrests last year in Allen County and over 14,000 already this year.

2. There are 800-1000 inmates in the city jail at all times.

3. Dick has to help raise $114,000 per year to maintain and staff the jail chaplaincy.

4. Several educational programs are available to inmates, including GED classes, Domestic
violence classes, etc.

5. Dick oversees Bible studies and provides materials for other religions as well.

6. Reading materials, in the form of paperback books, are provided to inmates. (Maybe a future
AW service project would be to collect and deliver paperback books to the jail?)

7. No magazines, staples, paper clips, etc., are allowed.

8. There are two Christian services provided each day, Monday thru Thursday.

9. 199 inmates were baptized last year at the jail.

10. Viewing is allowed and provided separately for family members who have passed away.

All in all, this was a very interesting presentation.

Proposing a New Member

Once it becomes clear that the
prospective member is interested in
membership:

+ Complete Part A of the Membership|
Proposal Form, and return the form to
your club secretary for submission to
the club’s board of directors.
Remember: Don’t inform a prospective
member of the proposal until after the
board approves it.

> Wait for the club secretary to notify|
you of the board’s decision, which
should come within 30 days of the
submission.

After your club board approves
the candidate:

» Have the club or proposer arrange an
information session for the proposed
member.

» Ask the proposed member to
complete and sign Part B of the
proposal form.

» Publish the proposed member’s
name and classification to the club.
The Recommended Rotary Club
Bylaws allow seven days for club
members to consider and filg
objections, if any.

» If no objections are received, the|
proposed member pays the admission
fee and becomes a Rotarian.

» The club secretary or president
reports the new member to Rotary
International.
